Industrial Development Authority Allen Parham called the regularly scheduled monthly meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. Mr. Parham welcomed Jodi Sharpe to the MCIDA team in her new role as Administrative Assistant and Director of Economic Development. Danny Hosey led in the Pledge of Allegiance and gave the invocation. 

Approval of the Agenda: A motion was made by Ms. Bray for the approval of the July 14, 2025, Agenda as presented. Ms. Rosla Plant seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Approval of the Minutes, June 9, 2025: Ms. Rosla Plant made the motion for approval of the June 9, 2025, Minutes as presented. Ms. Mary Bray seconded. Motion carried. 

Financial Report as of June 30, 2025/Jane Fryer: Ms. Jane Fryer presented and explained the Financial Statement as of June 30, 2025, to the Board. Ms. Fryer stated that she was waiting on County Administrator John Gorton to provide her with information about how to transfer International Circle to Meriwether County’s road system. She stated that the road still needed a street sign, a stop sign, and to be striped. Ms. Mary Bray made a motion to approve the financial report as presented. Ms. Rosla Plant seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
Ms. Fryer then presented the proposed 2025-2026 fiscal year budget to the Board. Chairman Allen Parham suggested that Attorney Kevin Brown and Board Member Danny Hosey review the budget before the Board approves the proposed budget. Ms. Fryer said that she would present the proposed budget to County Administrator John Gorton who would then pass it along to the Board of Commissioners for approval at their last board meeting in September.

Old Business/ Jane Fryer: 
· BJK Project- Ms. Fryer talked with BJK on the phone and they would like to have all the dirt and will use it to level the property. Time frame would remain the same, 6 months due diligence. Ms. Fryer encouraged them to complete the closing by the end of the year. BJK is interested in purchasing an additional 26 acres.  
· Woncheun- Ms. Fryer updated the board on the status of Woncheun. She said that everything had been approved. The water and sewer were complete and had been accepted by the county. 
· Top Global- Ms. Fryer said that MCIDA is getting a survey for that property. As soon as the survey was complete, we would be ready to close on that sale. 
· Concrete Supply Co. - Ms. Fryer said that the CSC survey is being completed on the 9 acres that they want to purchase from the MCIDA. Also, a survey is being completed on the tract of land that would be used for entrance into Greenville North. The amount of land that would be used as an access point would be deducted from the purchase price of land being purchased by Concrete Supply Co. 
· International Drive- Ms. Fryer is waiting for information from County Administrator John Gorton about transfer to the county road system.
New Business/ Jane Fryer:
· Jodi Sharpe to replace Velinda Walton as Secretary of the MCIDA – Ms. Fryer said that Ms. Velinda Walton had served as the recording secretary for the MCIDA and upon Velinda’s retirement she would like to have Ms. Jodi Sharpe named recording secretary and allow her sign official documents. Ms. Rosla Plant made a motion for Ms. Jodi Sharpe to replace Velinda Walton as secretary of Meriwether County Industrial Development Authority and allow her to sign official documents. Ms. Mary Bray seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
Comments from the Members: 
Ms. Rosla Plant welcomed Jodi Sharpe to the MCIDA team.
Ms. Mary Bray asked about the status of the Elections Building and the possibility of the MCIDA moving into that building. 

Executive Session: Ms. Rosla Plant made a motion to enter Executive Session for personnel matters. Ms. Mary Bray seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
No action was taken from the Executive Session.
