The Meriwether County Industrial Development Authority Board of Directors held their regular monthly meeting, Monday November 10, 2025 in the MCIDA conference room- 17234 Roosevelt Hwy. Building B, Greenville at 4:00 p.m. In attendance were:
Board Members- Allen Parham, Rosla Plant, Wanda Sims, Mary Bray, and Danny Hosey (via Zoom).

Guests: Kevin Brown (Seyfarth), Dr. Al Griffin (MCSS) Carrie Chambers (MCSS), Logan Gann (Diverse Power) and Mark Kallman (Meriwether Co. citizen- via Zoom).

Call to Order and Welcome					
The meeting was called to order promptly at 4:00 p.m. by MCIDA Chairman Allen Parham. Mr. Parham welcomed board members and guests.

Pledge and Invocation						
Rosla Plant led in the Pledge of Allegiance and Invocation. 

Approval of Agenda- Rosla Plant made a motion to approve the November 10, 2025, agenda, with Mary Bray seconding. All were in favor. 

Approval of Minutes of October 14, 2025 – Mary Bray made a motion to approve the October 14, 2025, minutes as presented. Rosla Plant seconded and all were in favor. 

Comments from the Audience- Dr. Al Griffin, MCSS superintendent, reported that the 2024-2025 test scores had not yet been released to the public, but he could say that he had an excellent sample of them, and we will be pleased with the results. He mentioned that Unity Elementary and Manchester Middle School would both be receiving awards for growth.
No other comments from the audience were heard. 

Financial Report as of October 31, 2025- Jane Fryer presented the financial. Mary Bray made a motion to accept the financials as presented. Wanda Sims seconded and all were in favor. 






Old Business:	Jodi Sharpe told the board that she had included the information provided by Mark Kallman at the last board meeting in their packets. Mr. Kallman has sent information regarding the addition of an Advanced Manufacturing pathway to the school system’s CTAE program. 
Dr. Griffin informed the board that the Meriwether County School System is part of an automobile program hosted by Diverse Power. This program was discussed at the October board meeting. Mr. Kallman said that he would speak at tonight’s School Board Meeting to bring their attention to the need for an Advanced Manufacturing pathway. 

New Business:	Jodi Sharpe then told the board about her visit to Southern Soil Works, along with Ms. Jane Fryer and Wanda Sims on Friday November 7, 2025. She stated that Southern Soil Works is a composting facility located in the Lone Oak/ Grantville area on Sewell Rd. She said that the MCIDA was joined by other Meriwether County officials including Dr. Griffin on a tour of their operation which included a very informative science lesson from SSW’s Chief Impact Officer, David Paull, on how their product starts as kitchen waste and is turned into compost for local gardens. 
Ms. Jane Fryer and Wanda Sims both said that the visit was informative. Ms. Jane said what was interesting to her was that when we were served lunch it was on paper trays. When we finished we just tossed the “trash” into their bag, and it was then tossed out into their compost pile. Everything from lunch, tray, cups, silverware, and napkins were all compostable and put back into their product. 

Reminder- Ms. Sharpe reminded the board members of the JDA Board Meeting at the Bulloch House Tuesday, November 25th at 12. She asked anyone who had not RSVPed yet to do so.

Comments from the Members- There were no comments from the board members other than Danny Hosey who said he had a question about the dirt situation. He was told that it would be covered in Executive session. 

Executive Session- Rosla Plant made a motion to enter Executive Session for Real Estate purposes. Mary Bray seconded and all were in favor. MCIDA entered Executive Session at 4:10 pm. 

At 5:00 pm the board came out of Executive Session when Rosla Plant made a motion to enter back into regular session and Mary Bray second. 
Rosla plant made a motion to authorize Jane Fryer to spend up to $11,100 for soil stabilization on the property on Internation Drive. Mary Bray seconded and all were in favor. Motion passed unanimously. 

Adjourn- Rosla Plant made a motion to adjourn the meeting as there was no further business. Mary Bray seconded and all were in favor.
